Community Builder: Memory Walk


First students must be put into pairs.  Then the pairs will get in a line (see the pictures below to get an idea of what the line should look like).  Explain to the students they will be participating in a memory walk.  Everyone must stay on the designated walking path and must be at least one arms length from the other pairs. Then give the students a topic to discuss on their walk.  After a period of time (about a minute) a signal will be given for the class to stop walking and talking.  Randomly pick a student.  Ask the student to introduce the person they were walking with and give a brief description about what their partner had to say.  After picking a few students to share, it is time to mix up the partners and give a new topic.  A simple way to mix the partners is to have the person on the right move up four people to a new person.     
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
