Bottner, Barbara Bootsie Barker Bites. 1992 

A young girl learns how to solve a problem with a friend.

(questioning, making connections, predicting)

Bottner, Barbara Raymond and Nelda. 2007

Raymond and Nelda are two friends who learn that life

isn’t as much fun without a best friend to share it with.

(predicting, questioning, making connections)

Bradby, Marie More Than Anything Else. 1995
The story of Booker T. Washington’s desire to learn how to read. (making connections, inferring, predicting)

Cain, Janan The Way I Feel. 2000

A young child expresses all of her feelings. (inferring or connecting)

dePaola, Tomie Tom. 1993

Tommy loves spending time with his grandpa, Tom. (sequencing, connecting)

Goppel, Christine  Anna Aphid 2005

A tiny aphid named Anna sets off to explore her world. (inferring)

Graham, Bob “Let’s Get a Pup! Said Kate. 2003

A young girl wants a dog so her feet won’t be lonely on 

the bed. (making connections, inferring)

Grey, Mini Traction Man is Here 2005

Traction Man is ready to save the world. However, it’s not so easy when he has to wear an all in one piece green romper.

(inferring)

Hatkoff, Craig  Owen & Mzee. 2006

A hippo and a turtle survive through friendship. (theme)

Henkes, Kevin A Weekend with Wendell. 1986Wendell comes for a visit and Sophie must learn how to deal with him. (predicting, inferring, questioning)

Henkes, Kevin Lilly’s Big Day. 2006 Lilly really, really, wants to be Mr. Slinger’s flower girl. (predicting or questioning)

Hills, Tad Duck & Goose. 2006
Duck and Goose think they have found an egg, but they can’t decide who it belongs to or what they are going to do with it. (predicting, inferring)
Hills, Tad Duck, Duck, Goose. 2007

There is a new friend in town and Goose isn’t happy about it.

(questioning and making connections)

Owen sends his granny a hug across the country for her birthday. (synthesizing - Theme)

Jenkins, Emily That New Animal. 2005
Marshmallow and Fudge Fudge do not like that new animal that has come to live in their house. (inferring)

Kachenmeister, Cherryl On Monday When it Rained. 1989

Pictures of a young boys feelings. (inferring.)

Kelly, John The Mystery of Eatum Hall. 2004

Glenda and Horace Pork-Fowler receive an invitation for 
a free week-end of gourmet food. (inferring)

Kroll, Steven Jungle Bullies. 2006

Monkey uses his big voice to solve his own problems. 
(theme)

LaReau, Kara Ugly Fish. 2006

Ugly Fish doesn’t want to share his tank or special briny flakes with anyone. (predicting)

Lester, Helen Score One For the Sloths. 2001

The sloths might have their school closed if they don’t demonstrate some actual learning. (predicting or questioning)
Lester, Helen Hurty Feelings. 2005

Fragility is always getting her feelings hurt, even when

someone gives her a compliment. (making connections)

Lorbiecki, Marybeth Sister Anne’s Hands. 1998

Set in the early 1960’s, a young girl learns about discrimination (inferring, questioning, making connections)
Lovell, Patty Stand Tall, Molly Lou Melon. 2001
Molly Lou trusts her grandmother’s advise, especially after moving to a new school. (connecting to feelings and traits)
MacDonald, Alan The Pig in a Wig. 1999

Peggoty learns to like herself (making connections to characters)

Mathers, Petra A Cake for Herbie. 2000

Herbie learns the value of friends and poetry (theme)

Monks, Lydia AAAArrgghh! Spider! 2004

A lonely spider just want to be a pet. (making connections)

Munson, Derek Enemy Pie. 2000

When a new boy moves in things change. A young boy learns that you can have more than one friend. (making connections)

Nolat, Lucy The Lizard Man of Crabtree County. 1999

James Arthur thinks life is pretty boring in Crabtree County, until word starts to go around that a Lizard Man has been spotted.

(inferring)

Numeroff, Laura Beatrice Doesn’t Want To. 2004When Beatrice finally makes a connection to a book, she understands the true value of reading. (making connections)
Perkins, Lynne Rae Pictures From Our Vacation. 2007

A brother and sister try to capture their vacation in pictures, but the best memories are the pictures in their hearts. (visualizing)

Rocco, John Wolf! Wolf! 2007

An updated retelling of the Boy Who Cried Wolf, finds the wolf old and tired and in need of something to eat.

(predicting)

Rosenberry, Vera Vera’s Baby Sister. 2005

Life is not the same since Vera’s baby sister, Ruthie, has arrived. (theme)

Schories, Pat Jack and the Night Visitors.  2006
Who are these strange night visitors that have suddenly shown up in Jack’s bedroom. (inferring)

Schotter, Roni Mama, I’ll Give You the World. 2006

Luisa goes to Walter’s World of Beauty every day after school to watch her mama work. She dreams of giving her Mama the world. (theme)

Scieszka, Jon Baloney. 2001
Henry P. comes up with a great excuse for missing school. (context clues)

Shannon, David Good Boy, Fergus. 2005

Fergus the dog runs the house. (great pictures for inferring)

Shannon, David David Gets in Trouble. 2002

David can’t seem to stay out of trouble at home. (inferring)

Smith, Linda Mrs. Crump’s Cat. 2006

Mrs. Crump learns the value of friendship. 

(synthesizing – 
theme)

Stevens, Janet The Great Fuzz Frenzy. 2005

What is the green ball of fuzz and how will it upset the prairie dog town? (prediction or connecting to characters)

Stohner, Anu Brave Charlotte. 2005

Charlotte isn’t like all of the other sheep. She is much more interested in exploring the world around her than following everyone else. (connecting to character traits)
Theis Raven, Margot Let Them Play. 2006

An African American baseball team learns lessons in segregated South Carolina.  (theme)

Turkle, Brinton Do Not Open.1981
Miss Moody discovers a purple bottle on the beach after a storm. (visualizing)

Whitcomb, Mary Odd Velvet, 1998
Velvet is not like any of the other girls in her school. (making connections)

Willis, Jeanne Tadpole’s Promise 2003

Tadpole and Caterpillar fall in love, but than changes occur.

(predicting)
