Lesson 1 
Objective: SWBAT activate prior knowledge about the 13 colonies using a KWL chart; be able to recognize where the colonies were located; be introduced to The Sign of the Beaver; introduce new vocabulary words. (See attached resource packet)
Procedure: 
· Introduce, define and discuss new vocabulary terms- terms are listed on www.portaportal (Southern Colonies Overview- go to appendix)
· Introduce the 13 colonies see www.portaportal.com (“Introduction to American Colonies” and “Social Studies”)
· Label a map with the 13 colonies- see www.portaportal.com (Unit 3-Thirteen Colony Map)
· Introduce the historical fiction chapter book , The Sign of the Beaver
Evaluation:  Monitor understanding through class discussion about geography and vocabulary terms



Lesson 2
Objective: SWBAT understand the geography and climate of the Thirteen Colonies. 

Procedure:
· Fill in the geographical features of each colony

· Research and write a few sentences about the climate of each colony.

· Use www.portaportal.com – (Mr. Nussbaum’s Colonial America)
Evaluation: Monitor understanding by checking for an accurate map

Lesson 3 
Objective: SWBAT research and gather facts about the New England Colonies; who settled there and why.
Procedure: 
· Students will gather background information on www.portaportal.com (Introduction to American Colonies), or teacher selected resources.
· Fill in a graphic organizer with the information gathered on the New England colonists.

· Continue to summarize chapters in The Sign of the Beaver .

Evaluation:  Monitor understanding by checking the graphic organizer
Lesson 4

Objective: SWBAT recognize various aspects of colonial life in a New England colony and compare and contrast their own life to that of a child growing up in a New England colony.

Procedure: 
· Visit www.portaportal.com ;”Colonial House” and Macmillian under “All Units”
· Assign groups to read, Sarah Morton’s Day: A Day in the Life of a Pilgrim Girl , as well as Samuel Eaton’s Day: A Day in the Life of a Pilgrim Boy. 
· After reading, students will then create a Venn Diagram comparing their modern life to the life of a colonial child in New England.

· Extension: Using the Venn Diagram students can write a persuasive piece to argue which life is better.  Can become a class debate.

Evaluation:  Check understanding with teacher created rubric for Persuasive writing; check Venn diagram for comparisons.
Lesson 5
Objective: SWBAT understand the reasons the Colonists’ relationship with the Native Americans changed over time.
Procedure: 

· Use Our United States textbook pg. 99; as a reference to give students information and notes about the relationships between the Native Americans and the New England colonists.
· See writing prompt under www.portaportal.com Unit3-Conflict.
· Write a persuasive letter from the perspective of an African or Native American pleading for fair and equitable treatment.

Evaluation: Monitor understanding through teacher created rubric for persuasive writing and writing prompt.
Lesson 6 
Objective: SWBAT research and gather facts about the Southern Colonies; who settled there and why.
Procedure: 
· Students will gather background information on www.portaportal.com (Introduction to American Colonies), or teacher selected resources.

· View video on United Streaming, “Making the 13 Colonies: The Southern Colonies.”

· Fill in a graphic organizer with the information gathered on the Southern colonists.

· Continue to summarize chapters in The Sign of the Beaver .

Evaluation:  Monitor understanding by checking the graphic organizer.
Lesson 7
Objective: SWBAT recognize the differences between life as a slave and life as a plantation owner; recognize the economic benefit the Africans brought to the Southern Colonies; also understand that Africans brought different skills with them to America that in turn helped the Colonies to be successful.
Procedure: 
· Use www.portaportal.com- See “Colonial House” and “Southern Plantations”
· Use Our United States pg. 122-123 as a resource to give students background.
· Students will design exhibit depicting an African American contribution to the colonies and present.
Evaluation: Use Rubric to assess during oral presentation
Lesson 8
Objective: SWBAT understand the struggles of the Native Americans as the Colonists overtook their land in the Southern Colonies.
Procedure: 

· Go to www.portaportal.com (Virginia’s relationship with the Native Americans) and use Our United States pgs. 114-123 to give students background knowledge about how the Native Americans were treated.

Evaluation: Monitor students’ understanding through oral discussions and note taking.
Lesson 9
Objective: SWBAT research and gather facts about the Middle Colonies; who settled there and why.
Procedure: 

· Students will gather background information on www.portaportal.com (Introduction to American Colonies), or teacher selected resources.

· View video on United Streaming, “Making the 13 Colonies: The Middle Colonies.”

· Fill in a graphic organizer with the information gathered on the Middle colonists.

· Continue to summarize chapters in The Sign of the Beaver .

Evaluation: Monitor understanding by checking the graphic organizer.
Lesson 10

Objective: SWBAT gather information about daily life in the Middle Colonies, including their daily life as well as their occupations and the economy.
Procedure: 
· Use www.portaportal.com- (customs and traditions in the Middle Colonies)
· Fill in a graphic organizer to use for note-taking then to be later used as a study guide for the assessment.
Evaluations: Monitor students’ understanding through note taking and discussions.
Lesson 11
Objective: SWBAT recognize and understand the need for a local government and how it was put in place.
Procedure: 
· See www.portaportal.com – Middle Colonies and other resources for background information.

· Students will use graphic organizer for note-taking. 

Evaluation: Monitor students’ understanding through note taking and discussions.
Lesson 12

Objective: SWBAT summarize their understanding of the 13 colonies by creating a colonial newspaper that includes a title, articles, classifieds, advertisements and obituaries. 

Procedure: 

· Put students into groups; each group will represent the New England Colonies, the Middle Colonies or the Southern Colonies. 
· Each group will produce a title, newspaper article, advertisement, a classified ad, and an obituary article.
Evaluation: Assess students’ understanding through their completed Newspaper.
