Lesson 1 return
Objective: Students will be able to understand that learning about geography of the land will help to understand about history. They will also be introduced to new vocabulary words. (See Resource Packet for information)
Procedure: 
· Teacher will begin with a KWL chart to assess current knowledge of the students on geographical terms and the geography of the US. 

· Introduce, define and discuss new vocabulary terms.

Evaluation:  Monitor understanding through class discussion about geography and vocabulary terms.

Lesson 2 return
Objective: Students will be able to read and analyze maps and identify the key components of a map; legend, map key, compass rose, cardinal directions; understand what an inset map is.
Procedure: 
· Teacher will read and allow students to interact with “Reading a Map” on Unit 1- www.portaportal.com. 
· Introduce the different components of a map and students will recognize and record these components.

· Revisit KWL chart

Evaluation: Monitor understanding by revisiting the KWL chart

Lesson 3 return
Objective: Students will be able to create a map with appropriate labels for a room of their choice.

Procedure: 
· Students choose a room and design a map to represent it.  Map must include a title, key, compass rose, distance scale, and an inset map if necessary.

· Students will include 3 questions about their map with an answer key pertaining to their map.  They will work with a partner to answer each other’s questions.

Evaluation:  Display maps; turn and talk to discuss the written questions and check for correct responses.

Lesson 4 return
Objective: SWBAT understand that the United States is broken up into different physical regions. (See Resource packet for information)

Procedure: 
· View United Streaming video, “Physical Geography.” List the different physical regions. Students will take notes during the video and fill in a map with their facts.

· Provide resources for the students to research about the different physical regions.

Evaluation:  Monitor their understanding by checking over their notes and their maps.
Lesson 5 return
Objective: SWBAT identify assigned physical region and gather research on their region.
Procedure: 

· Using different resources students will work in a group to research and compile information on their assigned region.
· Record information and begin to plan how they will design their final region project.
Evaluation: Circulate and assess/ notes 

Lesson 6 return
Objective: SWBAT design a product to depict your assigned region.

Procedure:

· Using differentiated project choices, students will create a project representing their region. (Teacher’s Choice!!()
Evaluation:  Circulate and assess students’ progress.

Lesson 7 return
Objective: SWBAT present their learning and final product which represents their assigned region.

Procedure: 
· Groups will present their projects to the class.

· Peers will complete a feedback form while others are presenting.

Evaluation: Use Rubric to assess 

Lesson 8 return
Objective: SWBAT answer the essential question; “Why do people move?”

Procedure: 
· Show United Streaming video; “Migration into North America.”

· Class discussion about the video and write a journal entry about how the first Americans arrived.
Evaluation: Journal response/exit slips
Lesson 9 return
Objective: SWBAT activate prior knowledge about Native Americans.

Procedure: 
· Whole class- Complete a word web about Native Americans

· Visit United Streaming and watch, “Native Americans-The First Peoples.”

· Summarize and complete questions based on video.

Evaluation: Monitor understanding by checking students’ responses.

Lesson 10 return
Objective: SWBAT explain the cultures of their assigned Native American group.

Procedure:

· Research using available resources assigned Native American group
· Develop a list of culture related questions for students to research.  Students will be working individually to answer the assigned questions.
· Students will share their learning by creating a visual.
Evaluations: Monitor understanding by checking their research and their completed project.

Lesson 11 return
Objective: SWBAT begin to understand what motivated explorers to want to explore/move to an unfamiliar place. (See www.portaportal.com Unit 1-All about Explorers)
Procedure: 
· Whole class will view United Streaming video, “ Early Explorers: The Age of Discovery”

· Students will be assigned a European explorer to research from the years of 1400-1625.

· Using differentiated project choices, students will create a project representing their explorer. (Teacher’s Choice!!()
Evaluation: Teacher created Rubric assessment
Lesson 12 return
Objective: SWBAT review concepts learned throughout the Unit on map skills, physical regions, Native Americans and Explorers.
Procedure: 

· Play Jeopardy game with the class to review all key concepts and vocabulary words.
Evaluation: Monitor their understanding throughout the game.
