· Could we have shared the land with the Native Americans?
· How would history have changed if we had paid the African slaves for their work?

· Where different cultures settled in America and the reasons for settling there

· The impact on the Native American culture by the Europeans

· The need for local government although they were controlled by England

· Compare and contrast life as slave to that of a slave owner

· Make an accurate depiction of colonial life in different sections of the country
