Lesson 1 return
Objective: Students will be introduced to vocabulary and essential questions for Unit on Conflict and War. SWBAT label the 13 colonies on a map. 
Procedure: 

· Teacher will begin with an activity such as journals, discussion or KWL Chart. 

· Introduce, define and discuss new vocabulary terms.

· Label the 13 colonies on map handout. 

Evaluation:  Monitor understanding through class discussion about geography and vocabulary terms. Check or grade maps of the colonies. 

Lesson 2 return
Objective: SWBAT the events of the French and Indian War. 

Procedure: 
· Read about the French and Indian War on www.portaportal.com. Suggested: select and copy into word document for handout 

· Watch video clip on United Streaming “The Road to the Revolution” on United Streaming

Evaluation: Journal entry from point of view a soldier 

Lesson 3 return
(this lesson may take more than one day) 

Objective: SWBAT understand the steps that led to the conflicts Revolution 

Procedure: 
· Use “Free PowerPoint” on the Road to the Revolution www.portaportal.com 

· Teacher gives handout with information, dates, facts, etc. 

Evaluation:  Give quiz based on handout of information

Lesson 4 return
Objective: SWBAT understand the disagreement between Great Britain and American’s reactions to the new taxes 
Procedure: 
· Watch “The Shot Hear Around the World” from www.portaportal.com 
· Journal entry: describe some of the ways which colonists protested the taxes 

Evaluation:  Journal entry and class discussion 
Lesson 5 return
Objective: SWBAT understand the importance of the Declaration of Independence 
Procedure: 

· Reference LBD stories on Thomas Jefferson and the Declaration of Independence (Gram’s Declarations of Independence and Sybil Ludington’s stories) 
· Discussion of Preamble – so students understand the purpose of the Declaration 
· Listen to Declaration of Independence rap- view and discuss lyrics  
· Read the document “Declaration of Independence” www.portaportal.com 
· Students will sign the Declaration of Independence “National Archives” print out copy so students can bring a copy home 
Evaluation: Respond to a writing prompt about the importance of The Declaration of Independence. Teacher can adapt to students’ needs

Lesson 6 return
Objective: SWBAT understand the events that led up to Revolutionary War 
Procedure: 
· Read TE 168-171 – Steps to Independence. Read and fill out outline 

· Start working on the Timeline – students will be assigned an event and create timeline as a class.  (Blue T23) headband project which can be adapted into timeline 
Evaluation:  Class created time line and presentation of events.

Lesson 7 return
Objective: SWBAT compare and contrast leaders from both sides of the Revolution and the importance of the different battles  
Procedure: 
· Watch The Revolutionary War: A Harvest of Victory on www.portaportal.com 
· Students will fill out a Venn Diagram comparing and contrasting the two leaders 

· Class divided into two groups and have them debate who the better leader was

Evaluation: Venn Diagram and classroom debate 
Lesson 8 return
Objective: SWBAT understand George Washington as the leader of Continental Army 
Procedure: 
· Watch video: “Movies of Early America” (The Life of George Washington – The Early Years) or “The Military Commander”
· Write a letter home telling your family why George Washington is the right person to lead the army or create a Job Description for the leader of the Continental Army – use qualities or experience learned from the videos 
Evaluation: Journal Response or Job Description 
Lesson 9 return
Objective: SWBAT compare and contrast George Washington and King George 
Procedure: 
· Read George vs. George as a class read aloud 
· Record information into a graphic organizer to compare the two leaders 

· Teacher created – response to information from the book 

Evaluation: Graphic organizer and reading response 
Lesson 10 return
Objective: SWBAT 

Procedure:

· May use United Streaming Video “The American Revolution Victory or Death” 
· Use information learned from internet (portaportal) and text – create a recruitment poster to entice soldiers to join and stay with the Continental Army. Be able to convince an 18th century British colonist that Revolution is a good idea and could be won. 
Evaluations: Recruitment Poster 
Lesson 11 return
Objective: SWBAT understand Women’s Roles in the Revolutionary War 
Procedure: 
· Refer to LBD story: Women in the Revolution 
· Read Tolliver’s Secret, Debra Sampson or any story describing the  role of women in the war 
· Use www.portaportal.com “Women of the Revolution” 
· Students will create Revolutionary Doll – see Resource Packet – students will present their dolls to their class 
Evaluation: Teacher created Rubric assessment

Lesson 12 return
Objective: SWBAT demonstrate their understanding of all key concepts and vocabulary words learned throughout Unit 4
Procedure: Students will be assessed using teacher made evaluation. 
Evaluation: Check for mastery.
