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Boston hospital performs full face transplant

Two years ago, Dallas Wiens from Fort Worth Texas was involved in a construction accident that destroyed most of his facial features.  The accident left him blind, without a nose, lips, or his eyebrows.  The surgery was the first full face transplant in the U.S.  The transplant took more than 15 hours and was led by plastic surgeon Dr. Bohdan Pomahac along with 30 other doctors and nurses.  His new face doesn’t look like his old face or the donors face.  The tissue was changed to look like a new person.  Dallas now has feeling in most of his face except for some of his left cheek and left side of his forehead.   This is not the first face transplant to been performed though.  Counties like Spain and France have already done partial and full face transplants.

This is a story that really caught my eye.  Before this, I had no idea that a face transplant was possible.  I think that it’s a great idea though for people that need it.  I really feel bad for this man and I hope he has a great and safe recovery.
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
