Reptiles are animals with backbones, lungs, and scaly skin. They hatch from a special type of egg. Some examples of reptiles are iguanas, snakes, turtles, and crocodiles. 
All living reptiles are cold-blooded. Cold-blooded animals take on the temperature of their surroundings. That is the reason snakes are not normally seen during cold winter months.
Reptiles have skins that are covered by a tough, dry layer of scales. These scales are made of dead cells that contain waterproof substances. This skin prevents the reptile from drying out. The scales may be very thin like those on a snake. They may also be very thick and hard like the shell of a turtle.
The eggs of reptiles are unusual. The egg is surrounded by a protective shell that prevents the contents of the egg from drying out. The shell has tiny holes large enough for gases to move in and out but small enough to prevent water from escaping. Inside the shell are several membranes and a watery fluid that protects the developing reptile. Unlike bird eggs, reptile eggs have leathery, flexible shells that do not usually crack.
