In all core courses (Biology, Chemistry, Physics):
1. Incorporate the specific Keystone Anchors into Curriculum Documents. Currently they contain just the State Standards.
2. Formulate 2 common Formative Assessments for each unit. 
3. Update or complete common Summative Assessments for each unit.
4. Collect data on Summative Assessments as well as Formative Assessments.
5. Evaluate this data for feedback on student success, course goals and instructional practices.
6. Develop common Study Guides for each unit based on the curriculum documents (using Guiding and Essential Questions.)
7. Increase student responsibility in preparing for Summative Assessments (utilization of Study Guides.) 
8. All areas have agreed to use the same grading scale (60% summative assessments, 15% homework, 25% other)

Elective Courses will develop updated Curriculum Documents (Biology2, Chemistry 2, Physics 2, Earth Science and Ecology.)

AP Courses will realign curriculum as per AP Board guidelines. They will meet and discuss ways to increase enrollment and student achievement. All have agreed on a common grading scale (70-75% summative assessments, 5-10% homework, 15-25% other which depends on nature of the course and required lab work)
