Last April, a deadly outbreak swept across Mexico, causing thousands to become ill. The culprit? A new strain of influenza, called H1N1, which soon spread to other countries, including the United States. The World Health Organization (WHO) became concerned that the disease could quickly become a pandemic--an outbreak that could affect millions of people around the world. 
H1N1 was first identified as a virus (tiny, nonliving particle that invades and reproduces inside living cells) that infected pigs many years ago, so the illness was originally called "swine flu." But influenza viruses can mutate, or change. Tests showed that this new H1N1 contains parts of human-, pig-, and bird-influenza viruses. "This is really a new human disease, spread from humans to other humans," says April J. Johnson, an epidemiologist who studies diseases at Purdue University. 

Most of us fend off the seasonal flu because previous exposure to the virus or a yearly flu vaccination has triggered our body's disease-fighting immune system. But because H1N1 hasn't been around before and because a vaccine hadn't been developed to offer immunity (protection) against the virus, we're more likely to get sick from it. Early results showed that H1N1 doesn't seem to be very virulent, or dangerous, says Tara Smith, an epidemiologist at the University of Iowa. But influenza viruses can change quickly, and become more deadly.

It was first believed to be the swine flu, but testing showed that it was a combination of human, pig, and bird influenza viruses.  It is a new disease that is spreading from human to human.  Because this is a completely new strain of influenza our immune systems are more vulnerable.  There is concern that this could become a pandemic, affecting millions of people worldwide (Goudarzi 5).
