· Opportunities for students to assess and provide feedback.


QOLT has more specific direction for:  
· Resources and activities that should be in place at the beginning of a course and that should be used to close a course.
· Accessibility and universal design.
· Building community and student interaction.
· Instructor facilitation of a course.
· Optional category on mobile platforms.

Chico has more specific direction for:
· Whole course organization, design, and functionality.
· Student assessment related to course goals and for student feedback.
