Standard:

SPI 0706.2.7 Use ratios and proportions to solve problems

Objective:


Students will use ratios and proportions to compare their measurements to animals and their activities referenced in the book, If You Hopped Like a Frog.

Materials:

If You Hopped Like a Frog, Davis M. Schwartz
Measuring Tools (tape measure, yard stick, meter stick, scale)
Activity Question Worksheet (attached)

Procedures:

1.  Read the book, If You Hopped Like a Frog (make sure to show the 
      illustrations)

2.   Students should work together to measure the following:

      Height (in inches and cm)
      Weight 
      Width of head in inches

3.  Distribute activity sheets.

4.  Instruct students to set up proportions for each of the problems and solve
     using their individual measurements.  Students should answer the questions
     following each solve proportion. They may need to research some items to
     accurately answer the questions.

Extension:

Students can research other animal facts to write and solve proportions.  Students could also add illustrations.

Assessment:

Correctly solved proportions and an appropriate response to the question that follows.
