Presentation date: March (weeks of March 14 or 21—please pick a week, and a topic)
Working individually, please select a topic of current interest or importance to the field of Instructional Technology, Computer or technology-enabled teaching, Use of video/multimedia as a medium for instruction, or video instruction.

You will need to report on topic. Be sure to discuss the history, applications, areas of successes and failures, and challenges related to your topic.

After explaining your topic, you will need to spend at least 30 to 50% of your presentation time critically analyzing the facts you have already presented. You are wide open to use whatever angle or approach you wish. For instance:

Example Topic: Alternatives to the ADDIE model.
Analysis: Show some examples, and discuss the limitations and disadvantages of using various alternatives.
Example Topic: Massive online open courses—major trend, or over-hyped waste of time.
Analysis: Look at enrollment trends, costs versus benefits, benefis to studnets, overall positive and negative effects on universities.
Example Topic: Laptops and handheld devices in the K-12 classroom

Analysis: Discuss the expenses, and complexities in building a working system, then discuss the comparative expense of alternatives.
How to do this assignment:

Plan on presenting a 10-20 slide powerpoint presentation to class.
You need to check with the teacher regarding the suitability of your topic before you begin.
