Presentation date: Weeks of October 19 and 26—please pick a week, and a topic.
Working individually, please select a topic of current interest or importance to the field of web publishing, image manipulation, photography, video production. You may also profile a product or service that would be useful to people wanting to publish on the internet.

You will need to report on topic. Be sure to discuss the history, applications, areas of successes and failures, and challenges related to your topic.

After explaining your topic, you will need to spend at least 30 to 50% of your presentation time critically analyzing the facts you have already presented. You are wide open to use whatever angle or approach you wish. For instance:

Example Topic: Comparing various commercial web hosting companies (GoDaddy, Flywheel, BlueHost, etc.)
Analysis: Show some examples, and discuss the limitations and disadvantages of using various alternatives.
Example Topic: Easy to use web hosting environments—WIX, Sitebuilder, Weebly. Etc.
Analysis: Describe and compare the features and limitations of each
Example Topic: Designing for handheld computers in Wordpress.
Analysis: Discuss the expenses, and complexities in building a working system.
Example Topic: Using Wordpress to run a small business. 

Analysis: Describe various plug-ins and third party services that would be valuable in making a small commercial website effective.

Or pick your own topic!
